Recipes

Valentine Muffins

2 cup flour (can use a mixture of wheat and white) %% cup milk
3 tsp baking powder %4 cup canola oil
1 cup frozen strawberries (chopped, sliced or 1 beaten egg

mashed) 2/3 cup brown sugar

Unwrapped chocolate kisses or strawberry jelly

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees

In a large bowl, mix the flour and baking powder together. Toss in the strawberries and stir until
they are flour coated.

In another bowl mix the milk, canola oil, egg and brown sugar together. Pour this mixture into the
flour mixture and mix just until it is moist.

Spray a muffin tin with non-stick cooking spray or use paper liners. Fill the muffin container half-
way, then add an unwrapped chocolate kiss or a tsp of strawberry jelly and cover with more bat-
ter.

Bake 20-25 minutes or until an inserted toothpick comes out clean. Note: The toothpick will not
come out clean where the chocolate kiss is.

Remove muffins from tin and cool.
